Our History

Our Panto PM is back (but not behind you!) once again — Court Assistant Steve Huxham

The festive end to 2024 is now nearly upon us, and with it also the traditional Pantomime season. This is
always therefore a great time to remember our Past Master Sir Augustus Henry Glossop Harris (Master
1892 and 1893,) or just Gus as he was more usually known, and the “Father of the Modern Pantomime”
as described by Punch magazine at the time. Gus’ story and his wide theatrical influence is of course
covered in our History Book (pages 81-82.)

As a matter of our good practice in matters relating to our history, most Pattenmakers will be aware that
we try to keep as wide a tracking as is possible of auctions and sales of items relevant to Company
history, even though and sadly we do not currently have any allocated budget to add to the Collection. In
the case of Gus Harris, and probably due to the sheer volume of his work in his lifetime, items relating to
him regularly appear on the well-known online auction platforms. In the main part, they fall into the
category of either telling us what we already know, or being something we already have, but | was struck
recently by what was described as an “antique Victorian cabinet card photo Augustus Harris actor
Cinderella pantomime.”
